During the first clas eeting of EDF MOf, Dt, Lange distributed a 22 question 

survey based on th &sex &cation classes and the use and impact of grade 
level retention. Each student distributed 'Dr. Lange's survey to a convenience sampled 
1 0 people in. order 40 gather data to be combined with the data collected by the other 
members of the cIass. Each class member entered his or her data into a SPSS record. 
Then the cl ws combined all of its data into one larger record, The combined c l ~ s  record 
was the h i s  sf ow data andpis. A total of 280 surveys were distributed by the dash 
and 280 campfeted surveys were returned for analysis, 

The survey had 19 quatiom on a traditional 5-choice Likert scale, ranging From 
strongly disagree to strongly agree. The mge of  scores was 1 to 5 with a higher 
number indicating greater agreement with the s$rPey topic. The remaining 3 questions 
imIuded danographics (gender, age group, and participation in church ! religious group),. 
Male was assign& 0, and .female was assigned I ,  Age groups were assigned v dues as 
follows: I = 21 -30,2 = 3 1-40,3 = 41-$O,4 = 51 -60, and 5 = HH, Religious garticipatiaa 
was scored as sueh: 1 = no, 2 =; some, 3 = often, a d  4 =weekly. The first 19 scores 
soores were c a l d a t d  a* adjusting score value far responses to ewh item to account 
for the positive or negative- d i d o n  of the suwey items. The adjustment fornula for 
negatively worded items was IkR - 6 - Ik, where k was the number of the negatively 
worded item 

Acording to the assignwent from Dr, Lange, the data was otganized into several 
pups .  OM p u p  focused on the gender ofthe participants: male [n = 1 17) and female 
(n = 163). The s w n d  group was based on age: 21-30 (II = 125), 3140 (n = SR), 4 t -50 .(n 
= 58),5 1-60 (n - 321, and 6Q+ (n = 7). The main for the total m p l e  based on the sex 
educathn responses was 40.1 0 (S.D, = 7.291), represating twel of agreement with sw 
d u d i o n  in public scho~ls. Sex ducation orienhtion followed a reasonably 
apptoximated normal curve with negative skew, The mean for the total p u p  b m d  an 
the retention orientation was 28.69 (S,D, = 4,123, representing a relative uncertainty nn 
the issue of grade retention along a normal m e .  The Parson codation fsr the 
relationship between the sex education responses and retention orientation responws 
equals -. 103, which indicates a negative m inverse relationship. 

The mean for males in sex educzitioa w aa 40.1 4 (S.D. = 6,938), md the m a  for 
malts in Mation orientation was 28.91 (S.D. = 3.709), The m for f m l m  in sex 
education was 4 , 0 7  (S.D. = 7.555), and the mean for females in retention orientation 
was 2833 (S.D. =4,410), Table 1 represents a breakdown by age group of orim#ions 
for sex education and retention orientation, Qlda respondents, aged 60+, wtre slightly 
more inclined t~ favor grade retention than people aged21-50.
